At the conclusion of this week’s auction, we should meet our goal of raising $600 for Polio Plus. Thank

I am grateful for Curt Geissler’s leadership on this project and Peter Clements skillful and humorous auctioneer skills. The world is one step closer to being polio free, thanks to your actions and Rotary’s dedication to this incredible vision.

This project repaired, replaced and cleaned components of the water system as needed to make the system clean and operational once again.   In particular, this project did the following:  (1) constructed a new 90 cubic meter capacity water tank at the base of the mountain to replace an old one and (2) restored and more efficiently reconfigured the equipment shelter at the base of the mountain.

The Rotary Club of Karagwe and the Nyakhanga Hospital extended thanks to the Stillwater Rotary Club and other clubs in District 5960 upon receiving the recent Project Closure Letter from The Rotary Foundation.   This project has already had a tremendously positive impact on the hospital and the inhabitants in the area.   Thank you to all the members of the Stillwater Rotary Club for your past, present and future support of our international missions through Rotary.
