Abby Brown, sixth grade teacher at Marine Elementary School shared information about the "Stand Up for Learning" action research project that her classroom will begin this fall.  This unique project provides variable height desks for student use in the classroom.  While stools are available, students are allowed to stand as often as they want throughout the school day.  Standing up allows the students to remain more active and increases their time on task.  A sample variable height desk was shown and many members commented on the swinging footrest and their interest in having their own variable height desk. 

A number of organizations and foundations are supporting this project and Abby is working closely with the University of Minnesota's Center for Applied Research in Educational Improvement (CAREI) for research support on the impact of this project on students "on task time" and possible positive impacts upon student achievement.  Other organizations are considering involvement with this project as a potential effort to address the rise in childhood obesity.
