BEST COOPERATIVE PROJECTS AWARD DEADLINES APPROACH

Once again, it is time to apply for the External Relations Best Cooperative Projects Award, created to honor Rotary clubs that have successfully cooperated with another organization. 

Rotary clubs that wish to send entries have until 15 March to submit applications to the district governor, and those submissions must be received at RI World Headquarters by 15 April.
The award recognizes outstanding Rotary club service
	
	projects done in cooperation with other organizations. Qualifying projects must have been well established during the 12 months before 15 March. Also, their work with other organizations should have generated increased awareness and understanding of Rotary.
 The Rotary Club of Kololo-Kampala, Uganda, teamed up with U.S.-based Heifer International to provide five dairy cows for Naguru Reception Centre, a temporary home for vulnerable children. In addition to supplying dairy products and earning some revenue for the home, the effort taught children animal husbandry skills. 

 Between July and November, Rotary clubs in Cornwall, England, responded to a request by UNICEF to provide tents and other emergency relief items for internally displaced people in war-torn Somalia. Led by the Rotary Club of Helston-Lizard, the clubs teamed up with ShelterBox, a disaster relief agency, to supply more than 400 self-contained emergency kits for UNICEF to distribute.
