Rotary International recognizes donors who contribute $1,000 to The Rotary Foundation by designating those donors as a Paul Harris Fellow.  This award is named after Paul Harris who was the founder of Rotary International.  In order to promote such donations, Rotary International and The Rotary Foundation have started a program for Rotarians to become “Sustaining Members” of the Every Rotarian Every Year (“EREY”) campaign.  Rotarians can become a “Sustaining Member” of EREY by making a donation of at least $100 per year.  The “Sustaining Member” donor receives recognition as a Paul Harris Fellow when they have reached $1,000 in contributions to the Rotary Foundation through EREY.

To encourage your participation in Rotary’s “Every Rotarian Every Year” (EREY) initiative, the Stillwater Rotary Club is reinitiating its “Sustaining Members Pool”.  This internal club program allows you to make annual contributions to the Rotary

	Foundation in whatever amount that you choose but you will be eligible for Paul Harris Fellowship after you have contributed $1,000.  HOWEVER, all club members enrolled in our club’s EREY program will be eligible to become an instant Paul Harris Fellow if they win a periodic drawing by our club to be designated a PHF.  Sustaining Members will all wear special EREY stickers on their member badges.

This is how it works :  Stillwater Rotary Club members sign up to become a Sustaining Member of EREY by pledging to contribute at least $100 each year.  This money goes to The Rotary Foundation annually in your name.    The club will help you track and document your annual contributions.  Your contributions will be tax deductible.  HERE  IS  THE  FUN  PART :  Once every quarter in our fiscal year there will be a drawing.  If you win the drawing then the club will instantly designate you as a Paul Harris Fellow (“PHF”) using undesignated PHF credits it has accumulated at TRF.  But only current members of our Sustaining Members Pool (i.e., members enrolled in our EREY program) will be eligible for the drawing.  Once you are drawn, you will not be eligible for drawing again until you have donated $1,000 to TRF through your EREY enrollment.

In keeping with the Four Way Test “Is it fair to all concerned”, we are confident that if your name is drawn before you complete the $1,000 needed to become a Paul Harris Fellow you will continue your contributions until that amount is reached.  If you continue to make contributions after your $1,000 level has been completed, you will again become eligible to be in the pool with potential of receiving multiple Paul Harris Fellowships.  

We encourage you to enroll in the EREY program of TRF.  By doing so, you will become a member of our club’s Sustaining Member Pool and therefore eligible for the quarterly PHF drawing.  Payment options include:

·
Pay a lump sum of $100 or more annually by no later than May 1st.

Sign up to have $25 per quarter (or more if you wish) that will be added to your quarterly dues bill.
